Liturgical Ministers 

 

Attached please find the liturgical minister schedule for the 3rd quarter of 2010.  Please remember if you 
are scheduled and cannot make your commitment, it is your responsibility to find a substitute.  A list of 
ministers will be sent out separately.   

As you review the schedule you will notice that there is a shortage of Eucharistic Ministers this summer, 
especially at the 9:30 Mass.  Therefore, only two cups will be used for certain masses.  Please check the 
schedule and set up accordingly.  On July 25 no cups will be used at the 9:30 Mass.  The deacon assigned 
will take the B3 position.  Please make sure that only the empty chalice is brought to the altar and placed 
before the priest.  Only a small amount of wine should be poured for the offering of the gifts.

 No bare shoulders (no spaghetti straps) 
 No shorts 
 No beach flip flops 
 Men do not have to wear jackets or ties 
 No mini-skirts  
 Altar Servers, please no graphic tee shirts that can be seen through the robes
