(Ex., No low neck lines, no tight fitting clothes, or bare
shoulders; skirts need to be below the knee when seated, etc.) You must wear this attire during the
rehearsal on days we sing at Mass, so | have adequate time to evaluate it. If | feel your dress is
inappropriate, you may be asked not to sing for that Mass. This is to ensure that we always look our best
as we sing our best.
