This weekend one hundred of our parishioners will attend a 
performance of the revival of Rodgers and Hammerstein's 
SOUTH PACIFIC.  Though many of us have seen High 
School and community theatre productions of the show, this 
is the first Broadway production since its original 1949 - 
1952 run.  The show is filled with songs that are readily 
recognizable - "Some Enchanted Evening," "There is 
Nothing Like A Dame" and "Younger Than Springtime.”  
There is one song that is usually forgotten, "You've Got to 
Be Carefully Taught,” which Oscar Hammerstein II wrote to 
challenge a generation to deal with prejudice; "You've got to 
be taught to hate and fear, You've got to be taught from year 
to year, It's got to be drummed in your dear little ear, You've 
got to be carefully taught.”  The Pulitzer Prize winner, 
though written sixty years ago, has lyrics that resonate just 
as loudly in our time; "You've got to be taught to be afraid 
of people whose eyes are oddly made and people whose skin 
is a different shade, you’ve got to be carefully taught."  With 
so much attention being placed on female or black 
presidential candidates and their qualifications, we need to 
heed the words of someone from another generation and not 
let prejudice prevent us from seeing the future.  "You've got 
to be taught before it's late, before you are six or seven or 
eight, to hate all the people your relatives hate, you’ve got to 
be carefully taught."  These words transcend party lines - 
they are a call for a brighter, hope-filled future for all in our 
world.
