You might have noticed over the past few weeks that
we procured a new processional cross. The crucifix
is known as the San Damiano Cross. A description
of the cross follows: "The most striking element is
that the figure of Christ is not the body of a s&p
Our Savior does not hang on the Cross, but rather
seems to be supporting it, standing in His full
stature. His hands are not cramped from being
nailed into the wood, but rather spread out seyenel
in an attitude of blessing. Above His head is a
portrayal of the Ascension. A host of angels
welcome him to heaven, while at the very top, the
right hand of God the Father is extended in
benediction. Around the crossbar of the crosseee s
a company of holy angels, looking in awe. To the
left of Christ at the foot of the Cross stand the
Blessed Mother and Saint John; to the right of §hri
stand Saint Mary Magdalene, Mary Celopas and the
Centurion who holds a piece of wood, indicating his
building of the synagogue. The little boy behirch h

is his son, the one healed by our Lord. In theelow
right and left hand corners are the small figurés o
the Roman solider Longinus and the Jewish temple
guard Stephaton - one holding the lance that pierce
the Savior's side and the other holding a stick it
vinegar-soaked sponge. Near the border of thesCros
on the right you will find a small rooster which
recalls the denial of Peter. At the very bottomhef

During the Eucharistic prayer at Mass today, what
were you thinking about? What was on your mind from
the moment the Presider invited everyone to: “Lift
your hearts!” until you sang the “Amen” before the
Our Father?

We Catholics say: This is the most holy time.
But what does “holy” mean here, and how do you
spend that holy time?

Most of us would admit that we tend to wander
off a bit at this time on Sunday. Yes, we sing‘tHely
Holy” pretty well, perhaps, with a strong “Hosanna
the highest!” But sometimes we don’t focus back in
until it's time for the Our Father. Where did we?go

We’'re pretty good at getting on board for the
song that begins the liturgy, and sometimes vedgo
at giving full attention to at least one of the die@s
and maybe the homily. But if someone were to tap yo
on the shoulder during the Our Father and say: All
right, where were you the last five minutes? How
would you answer this question?

This is not to ask: What did the priest just do?
(We know that!) The crucial question is: After lida
“yes” to the invitation to lift up my heart, afteve all
said “yes” to that, what happened to those he&id?
they stay “lifted up™?

Come at it this way. What happens in your life,
happens with some regularity, that grabs and holds
your whole attention—and grabs and hold you? That's
what is asked when we are told to lift up our heart
We are asked not simply to be quiet and attentivat
can happen at a good movie or concert). For us as
baptized people, we are asked to lift up and gove t
God our whole selves, engaged with all these other
selves, around this altar. What's it like to bealigt
involved in some deed even for a few minutes? Next
time, can you enter into the Eucharistic prayethiis
way?
