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The months before a wedding are

usually a time of intense planning

for the “big day.” Here are three

things not to overlook in preparing

for a Catholic wedding:

1.) In the Roman Catholic

Church, the couple is the minister of the sacranoént
marriage. The bride and groom exchange vows to eact
other. The priest or deacon serves as the chuctie$
witness; he does not “pronounce them husband anc
wife.” Other roles in a Catholic wedding includeatw
additional witnesses (the “best man” and “maid of
honor”), lectors to proclaim the scripture readirgsl
intercessions, music ministers to lead the assémbly
singing, and, if the wedding takes place within §jas
additional ministers of communion (as needed).

2.) Some things are essential for a Catholic
wedding; others are not. Essential things incluae t
scripture readings, homily, statement of intentions
(“‘Have you come here freely and without
reservation...?”), consent or exchange of vows, and
nuptial blessing. Things that are not essentidude
seating guests of the bride and guests of the gmom
separate sides of the aisle, keeping the bridegeoan
apart before the wedding, unrolling a white aislerer
before the entrance procession, lighting a unity or
wedding candle, and placing flowers before a stafue
Mary.

3.) There are no spectators at a Catholic
wedding. The bishops at the Second Vatican Council
made “full, conscious, and active participation” &l
worshippers “the aim to be considered before ak’el
in liturgy (Constitution on the Sacred Liturg¥4). Just
as at Sunday Mass, certain individuals fulfill was
ministries within the wedding liturgy, but the esti
assembly of worshippers celebrates the liturgy. WwWhe
you go to a wedding, listen attentively to the sitnies
the couple has chosen, sing the music they have
selected, respond to the prayers in a strong vdice.
enthusiastic participation of the entire assembly o
worshippers is the best gift anyone can give to the
couple on their “big day.”
