Last month the air conditioning went on the fritz in the 
church on the hottest Sunday morning we have had so 
far this year.  This caused us to move our liturgies to 
the cooler Community Hall.  As we celebrated mass in 
the space for the remainder of the week, a spark of 
inspiration rose.  Why not celebrate daily mass in this 
space?  By doing this we could a) save energy costs 
and b) create a more intimate setting for our daily 
mass-goers.  Well, necessity being the mother of 
invention, we now have a day chapel in Community 
Hall.  But how do we make it more of a chapel and less 
a part of the Hall?  By searching the Church premises 
for pieces of our history to create the space.  The altar 
and the wall hanging over the tabernacle are from the 
original day chapel, the candle holders for the altar are 
from the original church, and the holy water font is 
from our present church.  Two things we needed were 
a tabernacle and statuary.  It is not easy to find a 
tabernacle - most churches do not have a spare one 
lying around.  We purchased one with monies donated 
in memory of Walter Chroback and Frank Murphy, 
who passed away over the past few weeks.  Mr. Zorsky 
will be making a proper stand for the tabernacle.  Now 
for the statuary;  a daily mass-goer approached me with 
a special gift, a life-size statue of the Sacred Heart.  
Originally, the church at Immaculate Conception in 
Somerville was destroyed by a fire in the late 1950's.  
Many of the salvageable church's appointments were 
given away as memories of the church; the woman's 
family took the smoke damaged statue of the Sacred 
Heart.  Her father cleaned the statue and painted it 
white.  The family moved often, with the statue in tow.  
Her father passed on a few years ago and over the past 
few months, her mother has taken a turn for the worse 
and needed to enter a nursing home, where the Sacred 
Heart statue obviously could not join her.  The 
daughter asked a local artist, Barbara Sesta, to restore 
the statue to its original beauty and was in the process 
of finding a proper home for it.  The Spirit moved in its 
wonderful way and the statue now stands in a 
prominent place in the chapel.  With this wonderful 
gift, we are naming the space THE CHAPEL OF THE 
SACRED HEART.  The church will remain open for 
visits during the week but I encourage you to come to 
the Chapel for quiet prayer and reflection.  God does 
truly work in mysterious and wonderful ways.
