Last week on the TODAY show, Fr. Pat Connor 
spoke about his fifty one years of priestly counseling 
of couples preparing for marriage.  His insights were 
spot on (refer to the TODAY show website for his 
interview) and they have inspired me to reflect a bit 
upon the sacrament.  I firmly believe that we need to 
re-examine how we live out this sacrament.  Because 
of what is presented to us in the media, many 
individuals enter the sacrament, unconsciously or 
consciously, with an escape clause.  If things do not 
work according to one's plan, divorce is the first line 
of action.  How many times have you read in the 
press "this is the first wedding" for so and so.  This 
implies that there is no permanency to one's marriage 
covenant.  If we could get away from a contractual 
view of marriage and live by one that is covenantal, 
things might be different.  What is the difference 
between the two ideas?  A contract is based upon the 
premise that if you do not fulfill certain criteria, you 
invalidate the relationship.  In a covenant, we 
recognize that each day we renew our commitment 
to each other and that if we did not live up to 
expectations one day, we start anew the next.  Does 
this sound "pollyanna"-ish?  To some I am sure, 
however, sometimes we need to challenge ourselves 
to succeed and not simply take the easy path.  
Communication, mutual respect, unconditional love 
and, finally, concern for each other's well-being 
(spiritually, emotionally and physically) make up a 
fine basis for the sacrament.  Once again thanks to 
TV and the print media, too many couples preparing 
for marriage today are caught up simply in the 
wedding day.  They forget that what leads up to the 
day and all the days that follow mean so much more 
than flowers, wedding runners, elaborate receptions 
and overpriced attire.  I encourage those preparing 
for marriage, the couple and the family alike, to set 
one's priorities on things that will last for a lifetime, 
rather than those lasting for one day.  Of course, the 
day is important but keep your perspective.  I truly 
believe that even before we discuss the issue of 
same-sex/civil unions, we need to make every 
attempt to preserve the sanctity of marriage by re-
examining our own commitments and practice what 
we preach.
