Holy Day of Obligation

Belief that Mary has been taken up and is
now in heaven with both her body and her
soul has been part of the teaching of the Catl@hiarch since
the earliest centuries of Christianity. The str@tgevidence for
the belief of the early Christians is found in amtiliturgies
and in homilies in honor of Mary's passing. A sat@ource,
widely spread in the Middle Ages is known as #ransitus
writings.

By the end of the Middle Ages, belief in Mary's Asgption
into heaven was well established theologically pad of the
devotional expressions of the people. The word Aggion
comes from the Latin verlassumere,meaning "to take to
oneself." Our Lord, Jesus Christ took Mary homehitmself
where he is.

In the light of a long history of Christian belisihce patristic
times, in 1950, Pope Pius Xl defined Mary's Asstiopinto
Heaven as a dogma of Roman Catholicism:

"The Immaculate Mother of God, the ever Virgin Mangaving
completed the course of her earthly life, was asslibody and
soul into heaven."

The proclamation of this dogma is found in theyetical:
Munificentissimus Deus.Mary's story does not stop with her
Assumption. After entering heaven, Mary has renthiaetive
in the service of her Son for the life of the ChHurdany
Christians believe that she has manifested her ezanin
visible appearances and miraculous cures. Sonteesétevents
are commemorated in the liturgical calendar (e.gr Cady of
Lourdes on February 11, Our Lady of Fatima, on May
(Roman), and Protection of Mary on October 1 (Byiren).
