And yes, not slipping eatly means
rubbing elbows with everyone, people jamming uthatdoors and
a procession of cars crawling out of the parkirng ot isn’t this a
consequence of the communion that we just shassd’this how
we know that we are becoming what we have shahedbody of
Christ, risen from the dead, going out into the ld/dp give to
others what has been given to us?

It's a simple act of kindness—finishing the liturbgfore
leaving. And if we slow down just enough to finishr liturgy,
maybe we’ll slowly learn to finish well other thisgn life, too.
And when we learn to relish and not rush the enthisigs—the
last minutes of a movie, the final words of a comaéon, the last
hand of cards and the final set of pins to knocwme-what we
are truly learning is to relish and not rush the efiour days—a
final act of gratitude that gives God praise.
