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Next Sunday at the 11:15 a.m. Mass, 63 of our parish's 
youngsters will receive the sacrament of Confirmation.  This is 
the sacrament which "confirms" that the individual wishes to 
remain a practicing member of the faith through the remainder 
of their lives.  It isn't just the standing in front of the Bishop, 
having oil placed on one's forehead while their sponsor stands 
behind them; it is a turning point in the faith of the individual.  
Since the decision to continue in the practice of the faith is not 
one to be taken lightly, the sponsor is an important part of the 
process.  Until a few decades ago, the role of the sponsor was 
simply ceremonial.  Now, the sponsor is expected to walk the 
path of faith with their candidate during the preparation process 
as well as the rest of their life.  In our parish, the sponsor 
interacts with their candidate in ways that are meant to 
strengthen this bond.  One of these was to attend mass together 
during the summer so that the first time they are as one at mass 
IS NOT at Confirmation.  One sponsor and candidate 
completed this requirement in a unique fashion.  While on a 
family cruise this summer, they attended mass on the ship.  
This confirms that a) while on vacation, mass is not excused 
and b) with only a minimum of exceptions, there is always an 
opportunity for weekly worship.  The candidates this morning 
will receive letters of affirmation from their sponsors.  I have 
received a number of notes with these letters letting me know 
how much this experience has meant for them.  It isn't just the 
candidate that prepares, the family, the sponsor and the parish 
bears the onus of making a difference in these youngsters’ 
lives.  Please remember to keep our candidates in your thoughts 
and prayers this week and next Sunday as the Holy Spirit 
comes to those that are the future and the present of our parish, 
our faith and our world.
