St. Maximilian, the 
saint that gave his life in the Auschwitz concentration camp so that 
a fellow inmate, a man of Jewish faith, could live, was chosen 
because a) he was from Poland and b) those that settled this parish 
were of Polish heritage.  Blessed Mother Teresa and Pope John 
Paul were chosen because of their relevance to the church during 
the years of Fr. Gall's leadership of OLL and because of their 
impact on the church today.  In the center of the garden can be 
found a lily, which represents Mary, the Mother of God.  If you 
have not yet purchased a memorial paver, the committee will be at 
the Garden this weekend as well as at the dedication this 
Saturday, October 6 at 4:30 pm.  And, by the way, do not forget 
this year's Bishop's Annual Appeal.  Your generous contribution 
makes a difference in the way we, the church of Metuchen, reach 
out and serve our people.
